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CME Recertification for Extended Certifications

. CME RECERTIFICATION

A. Under the provision of Executive Order 204.10, providers who are not part of an EMS Agency
or whose agency does not participate in the CME program, are eligible to apply for
recertification through the CME program.

1. The participant must have CME content reviewed by a CIC prior to submitting the
application for recertification.

2.  The participant must have a CIC sign off on the CME application prior to submitting the
application for recertification.

3.  ALS providers seeking recertification must have an EMS Medical Director sign off
where appropriate.

4. BLS and ALS refresher program content may be used for CME hours. Any content
obtained within 36 months prior to your certification expiration date, or within your
current period of certification (whichever is greater) is eligible to be used.

5.  CME content can be 100% online regardless of if the agency is enrolled in 100% CME
program.

6. Providers who are not affiliated with an agency or the agency is not a part of the CME
program, may not be eligible for reimbursement of training through the EMS training
fund.

B. All CME applications must be submitted through the online application form. Applicants will
enter basic provider information and then attach a copy of your CME Renewal Application.
