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HPV causes most cervical cancers and several other cancers including
cancers of the mouth, tongue and throat. The HPV vaccine can prevent
HPV and the cancers caused by HPV.

HPV is a very common virus.
Close to half of American adults
are infected with HPV.

The HPV vaccine is recommended for girls and boys aged 11 and
12 years and can be given between the ages of 9 and 26 years.
But, HPV vaccine rates in New York State (NYS) are much lower

than rates for other vaccines for this age group and for vaccines

that are required for school entry.

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While NYS does not require the HPV vaccine
for school entry, there is support among local
