Overview

In collaboration with the New York State (NYS) Cancer Consortium,
the NYS Department of Health funded 16 organizations to conduct
small community projects in support of the NYS Comprehensive
Cancer Control Plan (Plan). The Plan recommends statewide and

local interventions in seven priority areas across the cancer
continuum. Funded projects addressed skin cancer prevention,
human papillomavirus (HPV) vaccine promotion, cancer
survivorship, and colorectal cancer screening.
